Disari (Celebi Hiisamettin)

Camii

Saruhan mahallesi Bor Caddesi Uzerin-
dedir. Yapinin insaa kitabesi yoktur. Fakat
XVI. yy’da yapildigi saniimaktadir. Ginu-
muze bazi onarimlarla gelen camii, orijinal
ozelligini buylk olglide korumakta ve isle-
vini devam ettirmektedir. Daha 6nce yiki-
lan son cemaat yeri aslina uygun yeniden
insaa edilmistir. Yapl, tek kubbeli camiler si-
nifindadir. Distan 1710x1710 m. olcilerinde
harim, kuzeyinde 5.40x1710 m. dlgllerinde
U¢ kubbeli son cemaat yeri ve kuzeybati
kdsesinde yer alan tek serefeli minare-
den olusur. Cephe duvarlarinda ve kub-
be kasnaginda sarimtrak ince yonu trakit
tasl, minarede kil renginde, mihrapta ise
kiil rengi kesme tas kullanilmstir. itinali is-
cilik goze carpar. Cephe duvarlari oldukga
yuksek tutulmustur. Yapinin bitin duvarla-
rinda iki sira pencere acilarak monotonluk
giderilmeye calisilmistir. Son cemaat yeri
kdselerden pandantiflerle gecilen ¢ kub-
beyle ortllmustir. Harime girisi saglayan
115x2.10 m. olclilerinde cimle kapisi kuzey
duvarinin ortasina yerlestirilmis, basik ke-
mer ve séveler mermerden yapilmistir. ic
mekana aydinlik, her duvarda esit sekilde
sekizi alt sirada, sekizi Ust sirada ve biri de
kubbe kasnaginda olmak Ulzere on yedi
pencereyle saglanmistir. Camide asiri sis-
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leme yoktur. Dikkati ceken bezeme mihrap
ve miezzin mahfilindedir.

Disari (Celebi Hiisamettin)
Mosque

Located on Bor Street in the Saruhan
District. There is no inscription but it is beli-
eved that it was built in the 17th C. A.D. Ha-
ving undergone several renovations the
mosque has kept to this day much of its
original features and function. The previo-
usly demolished ‘last assembly’ area has
been sympathetically re-constructed. It is
classed as a single-domed mosque. The
place of worship has external dimensions
of 1710m x 1710m with a three-domed ‘last
assembly’ area of 5.40m x 1710m to the
north and a single-galleried minaret in the
northwest corner. The outer walls and the
drum of the dome are of a yellowish thin
cut trachyte, the minaret is ash coloured
and the niche of ash coloured cut stone.
The skill of the workmanship is remar-
kable. The outer walls are rather high. All
the walls of the building have two rows of
opening windows which serves to break
up the monotony. The corners of the Last
Assembly Area are topped by pendentives
on which sit three domes. The entrance to
the place of worship is by a partitioned
door with dimensions of 1.15m x 2.10m si



tuated in the middle of the north wall with low arches and
door jambs of marble. The lighting of the interior is by way
of seventeen windows; eight equally-spaced on the upper
row and each on the lower of around all the walls and a
single window in the drum of the dome. There is not too
much embellishment in the mosque. Of interest are the de-
corated niche and the muezzins’ assembly.
